Steve and Peggy explained that wherever we live, there are
threats to our welbeing, whether natural or mamade.

With good planning and proper supplies, we can all be mor
resilient to these potential disasters.

An earthquake is looming for Benton County, which become
the benchmark for preparedness. It is not a matter of “if” bu
“when” a major earthquake will hit the Willamette Valley.
Such earthquakes tend to strike every-880 years. The last

bbusiness and other public and private agencies. Specifically

one was on July 26, 1700. The coastal plates off Oregon sh
and rise 1.5 to 2 inches per year. There is a very large sedud
zone from the Vancouver Islands to Northern Californi®30
miles off shore with regular earthquakes. There is also a veny
large fault running through Benton County across NW
Corvallis and parallel’s one in Kings Valley along Hwy 34.

What is your vulnerability? Your home, commuting, at work,
at your business, school, play ground, etc. have mitigation
measures to minimize your risk. Have plans in place with
family members, where to meet, how to contact. Remember
phone lines will likely be out of service. Know how to turn
off your natural gas. Bolt and strap tall objects and furniture,
secure special or precious objects.

Be prepared for 5 days to 2 weeks for each household;
include food, water, medications, money and entertainment.
Organize a neighborhood emergency preparedness event.
Know who is the most vulnerable in your area and include
at least three other people in your planning. Don't forget the
pets!
