Another picture
shows more details of the garden and a dome now undergoi

restoration and upgrade for earthquake. This terrace garde
has vegetation imported from all around the world representi
the diversity of the Baha'i population and maintained in a
meticulous condition by a staff of nearly 150 recruited from
around the world, most of whom are youth doing a year of
service. The photographs show the golden dome (peeking

through the scaffolding) called the Shrine of the Bab, and gives

you an idea of the fabulous gardens surrounding it on the st
mountain slope.

We also visited the 5000 year old city of Akka across the
bay from Haifa. The founder of our faith, Baha'u’llah, was
incarcerated in a prison built before the crusades for a few
years before being allowed to live in neighboring homes but
always under house arrest. He passed away in 1892 and is
buried in a room next door to the house where he passed aw
A magnificent garden has been designed around this place q
burial place and is the holiest spot on earth for Baha'is. Man
trees in the garden have been around from the time when Hd
lived in the area in the late 1800's.

We both had a wonderful time in Israel, but were of course
happy to return home.
