Meet our Treasurer – Steve Naberhuis 
 

In early 1947 I was born in Holland, Michigan 
to parents of Dutch ancestry (hence a certain 
stubbornness).  I grew up in NewAlbany, Indi-
ana and dated my wife to be while attending 
New Albany High School.  My first job was  
as a radio announcer (it’s my voice).  After 
finishing high school, I attended and ultimately 
graduated from the University of Evansville  

with a B.A. in Chemistry and minors in physics and          
mathematics.  I earned about half my college expenses by    
tutoring, working summers at the University of Louisville in 
biochemistry, being a teaching assistant, and radio announcing.  
Before my senior year, I married my true high-school       
sweetheart, Chris.  After graduating Magna cum Laude, I was 
admitted to Purdue University to pursue a Ph.D. in Physical 
Chemistry that I ultimately earned in 1974.  Chris, meanwhile, 
finished her degree in interior design, worked as a kitchen   
designer, and gave birth to a son, Sean, in 1973.  To earn a little 
extra money, we raised and sold tropical fish as well as mystery 
snails (more profitable).  Using money left over from Chris’s 
education, we bought our first house in Fremont, CA in 1974.  
In 1976, two years after my joining HP, Chris gave birth to a 
second baby boy, Brian.       

On June 24, 1974 I started working at Hewlett Packard in the 
central research labs (HPL).  My first assignment was to figure 
out which of several surface analytical systems to buy.  Given 
the economic conditions, the decision to purchase such a tool 
was put off for about nine months during which time I acted     
as  a troubleshooter for the assembly of liquid crystal displays      
and performed calculations for liquid crystal mixtures and  
measurements on such mixtures.  After this work was          
transferred to HP Corvallis (newly established), I was able to 
purchase, install and operate a scanning Auger spectrometer, the 
first such instrument in HP.  When one of the scientists in HPL 
left the company, I was asked to pick up his job under an Air 
Force contract.  In this research I was able to grow by vapor 
phase epitaxy the first multilayer hetero structure laser material 
that resulted in working solid state lasers by that technique.     
As a consequence of this work, I was asked to develop selective 
etches for GaAs that would not etch GaAlAs for making Burris 
diodes used in fiber optic communications.  For a short while I 
headed a small group growing bubble memory materials.  Next  
I built memories and displays based on smectic liquid crystals.  
When neither of these proved a viable business, I worked on 
sputtering quadrilayer structures for magneto-optic memories.  
Subsequently I was promoted to Project Manager over a group 
developing dual-stripe magneto resistive heads for use in disk 
drives.  This group succeeded in developing the head technology 
that was ultimately used by Seagate when Boise shut down its 
disk drive business.  Next came the Atomic Resolution Storage 
program in which I was the project manager having responsibil-
ity for MEMS (micro electromechanical machines) and       
transducers.  Although HP ultimately shut down the program, 
one of the offshoots was an accelerometer that was transferred  
to Corvallis and became the Richter Project.  I ended my career 
as a Senior Project Manager and retired in October 2005.  
Within a week of my retirement, we had put a down payment  
on a house in Corvallis where we now happily reside.  It was my 
privilege to work with so many talented HP people in Palo Alto, 
Corvallis, and Boise.  
 

2005 was a tumultuous year, particularly for Chris.  Our dog 
died in February; her dad died mid-year; I decided to retire; we 
decided to move to Corvallis; she had to give up her dream of 
being the State Regent (head honcho) of the DAR (Daughters   
of the American Revolution) of California.  She’s been active   
at the local and state levels of the Oregon DAR since the move.  
We joined HPREC in 2006.  I became a Master Gardener in 
2008. In 2009 I assumed the treasurer job for HPREC and in 
2010 was elected treasurer for the Benton County Master      
Gardener Association.  I, with supervision from Chris, have  
undertaken a number of small (thankfully) remodeling jobs 
around the house.  We grow apples, cherries, blueberries, Asian 
pears, strawberries, and vegetables.  We also do a fair amount  
of traveling. We visit her Mom in Indianapolis, my Mom in  
Decatur, GA, Brian and his wife Kathryn in San Diego and Sean 
in Austin, TX.  We vacation with friends or family on Maui and 
in Newport Beach, CA yearly.  We use Marriott points and 
United Miles to travel to Europe occasionally.  Both mothers are 
in assisted living quarters.  Brian works as a software developer 
even though he has a Ph.D. in experimental physics.  Sean has a 
degree in fine arts and currently works as a buyer after being 
unemployed for about a year.  Kathryn is expecting our first 
grandchild in June.  We’re thankful for our family and friends.

Reminder-If you had HP company paid retiree life insurance: 
HP provided a company-paid life insurance benefit of $5,000 to 
retirees under the Pre-2003 HP Retiree Medical Program, and to 
retirees of the former Digital Equipment Corporation who retired 
before January 1, 1996.  As previously communicated, this  
coverage ended December 31, 2010. 
 

You have the option to convert your coverage to an individual  
policy, if you wish. To convert coverage, contact Aetna, the  
life insurance administrator, at 1-800-523-5065 during the  
conversion period extending from January 5 through March 4, 
2011.

Carbon Condor 
Submitted by Neal Meyer 
 

 
 

Neal and Ian Meyer, are a father-son team chasing the dream of 
human-powered flight by attempting to win the Kremer Interna-
tional Sporting Aircraft Competition (£100,000 (~$156,000) ) 
and the Kremer International Marathon Competition (£50,000 
(~$78,000). We decided to pursue the prizes in Feb 2009      
and are designing, prototyping, and building the aircraft in  
Corvallis, Oregon.  Neal is a recently retired Materials Scientist 
and Engineer.  He has built and competed with both upright  
and recumbent bicycles.  Ian is a recent graduate with a     
Physics B.S. from UC Santa Barbara.  Neither of us have     
specific previous experience working with aerodynamics or 
aircraft.  The learning process we’re going through probably 
makes our progress slightly slower than if we had more relevant 
experience, but we’re of the opinion that it also makes the   
project more fun.

Since ancient times men have dreamed of flying like the birds 
under his own power. After centuries of trying some (Otto 
Lilienethal, Percy Pilcher, Octave Chanute, Augusts Herring, 
Wilbur & Orville Wright) started having success with gliding  
in the late 1800's. Engine powered aircraft quickly followed 
suite in the early 1900's, but true manpowered flight was still 
elusive. To stimulate and encourage progress prizes were of-
fered, first by Peugeot for a 10m hop by a winged bicycle in 
1912, others followed. Henry Kremer offered his first prize for 
human-powered flight through RAeS the Royal Aeronautical 
Society in November 1959 for "The first successful flight of a 
British designed, built, and flown Man-Powered Aircraft, such 
flight to take place within the British Commonwealth, under 
conditions laid down by the Royal Aeronautical Society." This 
evolved into the first controlled figure 8 human-powered flight 
and was won by the Gossamer Condor in August 1977. Seven 
other Kremer Prizes have been awarded for progressively more 
difficult flights such as the Gossamer Albatross's English  
Channel crossing in 1979 and a series of increasing speed 
prizes, the last won in October 1985. The current prizes have 
been available since then and have no deadline, the first to   
succeed win.  
 
The current Kremer Prizes will further advance the state of the 
art. Prior HPA's required days or weeks to prepare for a flight, 
once prepped they might require a wait of days or weeks for 
ideal dead calm weather conditions as they were to fragile to be 
exposed to any wind, and rarely survived a landing without 
significant damage.  
 
The Kremer Sporting Aircraft Competition requires that the 
HPA (Human Powered Aircraft): 
 
�x��Is sufficiently practical, durable and reliable enough to be 

used for "Olympic Style" athletic competition.  
�x��Transportable on an 8 meter trailer. 
�x��Can be assembled and prepared for flight in less than 30  
    minutes.  
�x��Fly a 1500 m (.93 mi) triangular (500 m / side (.31 mi))  

course in a 5 mps (11 mph) wind. 
�x��Land without damage. 
�x��Repeat flight in reverse direction and same conditions within 

one hour of first flight. 
�x��Land without damage. 
�x��Can be disassembled and prepared for transport in less than 

30 minutes. 
 
Kremer Marathon Competition requires that the HPA flies 26 
mi in less than one hour.  
 
We will address these issues by building a stiffer internally 
braced wing out of higher modulus materials than prior aircraft. 
The stiffer wing will hold its designed shape better, and thus  
be more efficient and allow a heavier wing loading and a 
smaller wing, easing flight in the required wind conditions.  
The high modulus carbon fiber composite and a  
semi-retractable full suspension landing gear will enable the 
Carbon Condor to survive landings intact. Human Powered 
Flight requires concurrent engineering of the mechanical  

structure for minimum weight and maximum strength, the 
 aerodynamic shape for maximum efficiency and control, and 
the internal fluid dynamics of the fuselage for cooling and  
ventilation, all around a high specific power output (high power 
to weight ratio) engine/pilot of choice. The size of the pilot is 
not important as long as they are a fit (strong amateur athlete or 
better) individual that has trained specifically for the task. The 
design is optimized for a specific pilot of choice.  
 

The Carbon Condor, is a 
human-powered aircraft 
designed to compete for  
the Kremer International  
Sporting Aircraft  
Competition administered 
by the Royal Aeronautical 
Society.  Our design  
consists of a 78 ft (24 m) 
span tailed aircraft which  

will weigh about 62 lbs (28 kg).  The aircraft will be built  
primarily out of carbon fiber to achieve such a large size at  
such a low weight. A propeller measuring approximately  
2 meters (6.6 ft) in diameter will push the aircraft through the 
air at airspeeds of 22-28mph (35-45 kph).  The aircraft will be 
powered and flown by a 170 lb (77 kg) pilot (Ian) who will be 
required to supply 0.40-.46 horsepower (300-350 watts) while 
in cruising flight.  The pilot will be pedaling from a recumbent 
position to minimize fuselage frontal area and therefore reduce 
the aerodynamic drag. 
 
As this is a work in progress, parts of the design specification 
are likely to change before the final aircraft is built. We spent 
the first year studying aerodynamics, fluid dynamics, structures, 
materials and processes. The last six months have been focused 
on designing, locating resources and sponsors, apprenticing on 
processes, building and testing of components and concepts. 
Our current focus is on final design details, tooling and primary 
sponsorship. We plan to be ready for initial flight testing in 6-
12 months.
