Before starting our cruise, we 
took a fun side trip on a Felucca (a native sailboat) and sailed to 
St. Simeon’s Monastery where we rode camels to and from the 
monastery.  The camel ride was up and down a hill, so we had 
to hold on really tight.  Mike did great, I was a little wobbly.  
 
On the cruise, it was quite a sight to see all this lush agricultural 
land along the Nile, while in the background there was nothing 
but barren desert.  Along the way, we took some interesting 
side trips to Abu Simbel where the temple is built right into 
rock face, the temple at Kom Ombo, and the Temple of Horus 
at Edfu.  We ended our cruise in Luxor where we visited the 
temples of Luxor and Karnak.  Our guide was an Egyptologist 
who was extremely knowledgeable and sometimes quizzed us 
on what we had just seen.  
 
One of the last places we visited was the Valley of the Kings – 
on a very hot day.  It was a completely barren canyon.  Dotting 
the landscape were openings that looked something like mine 
entrances.  One of these was King Tut’s tomb.   We went inside 
and actually saw his sarcophagus and his mummified body.  
One of my favorite places was nearby in the Valley of the 
Queens.  The Temple of 
Queen Hatshepsut is a huge 
temple built into the side of 
the mountain.
